After Technical session all farmers joined for the Lunch. Again there were good discussion about
Poultry Industry development.
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Avian Influenza (Al) : Important Disease - Causes Economic loss.

The severity of the disease ranges from mild to rapidly fatal. Lethal strains of virus can strike so quickly,
particularly in young chickens, that there may be no clinical signs other than sudden death. History,
signs, and lesions may be suggestive of mild forms of avian influenza. Confirmation of a diagnosis is by
serologic testing and virus isolation and identification. Clinical signs vary as per the age and species of
poultry affected, management practices.

Clinical Signs:

Ruffled feathers .soft-shelled eggs .depression and droopiness . loss of appetite, cyanosis (purplish-
blue coloring) of wattles and comb. edema and swelling of head, eyelids, comb, wattles, and hocks.
diarrhea. blood-tinged discharge from nostrils. incoordination, including loss of ability to walk and
stand. pin-point haemorrhages (most easily seen on the feet and shanks) .respiratory distress.
increased death losses in a flock .The clinical signs are similar with infectious bronchitis, infectious
laryngotracheitis, fowl cholera, and the various forms of Newcastle disease.

Postmortem Lesions :

Lesions include swelling of the face and area below the beak. Hemorrhage may be seen in the trachea,
proventriculus, beneath the lining of the gizzard, and throughout the intestines. The lining of the gizzard
may be easily removed. swelling and hemorrhages include the muscle along the breast bone as well as
inthe heart, gizzard fat, and abdominal fat.

Young broilers may show signs of severe dehydration with other lesions less pronounced or absent
entirely.

Transmission:

Infected birds shed the virus in faecal and ocular-nasal discharges. Waterfowl are the primary natural
reservoir of influenza viruses. Wild waterfowl usually do not show clinical signs, but they can excrete the
virus for long periods of time.

The disease also can be easily spread by people and equipment contaminated with avian influenza
virus. Al viruses can be transmitted on contaminated shoes, clothing, crates, egg flats, egg cases,
vehicles, and other equipment. Insects and rodents may mechanically carry the virus from infected to
susceptible poultry.

Live-bird markets are a reservoir of infection.
Treatment:

There is no effective treatment for Al, good management, proper nutrition, and broad spectrum
antibiotics may reduce losses from secondary infections. All buildings should be cleaned and
disinfected after an infected flock is removed. The poultry litter or manure should be composted .

Prevention:
Vaccination and Bio security measures are used to control of HON2.

Avaccination program, in conjunction with strict quarantine, has been used to control mild forms of the
disease in commercial chicken. Depopulation is only effective methods of stopping Al to prevent direct
or indirect contact between domestic poultry and wild waterfowl. to spread avian influenza on clothing
and through human contact. Do not visit or go near any poultry flocks unless proper bio security actions
are taken.

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IMPORTANT TIPS FOR SUCCESSFUL Broiler Farming :

REARING GUIDELINES : Preparations for chicks arrival-CLEAN Start.- Shed
preparations-cleaning, disinfection, white wash, fumigation.

- Brooding arrangements- gas brooding. Proper Temperature, humidity & Lighting.
- Litter management. Wet litter-Keep Ammonia level minimum.

- Weekly body weight-Uniform growth. Timely Medication & Vaccination.

WATER QUALITY : Poor water management leads to dehydration, reduced feed
consumption & poor uniformity .Provide clean cool water through out.

- Never restrict water during summer .Feed to water ratio is 1:2 at 24° C (75°F), the ratio
increases 1:4 when temp is >95°F (35°C)

- For every 1°F rise in temp above 21°C water consumption increases by 6-7%

- When water temp >24°C — flushing water pipelines, tank insulation has to be done

- Ventilation Oxygen > 19.6%.& Human detection>5 ppm..
